2. Coaches must satisfy the requirements of sections 3,4 & 6. Please attach photocopies of this information. 

3. No payments will be made, or activities sanctioned, until all the information requested on this form has been submitted to the SU.

4. All employed coaches will be expected to comply with the following Code of Practice as part of their contract.  These requirements are based on the principles (see below) put forward by the Sports Coach UK in their publication “Code of Ethics and Conduct for Sports Coaches”

5. Please also complete the Coaching Employment Contract if you are being paid to coach.

The Responsible Sports Coach

1. Coaches must respect the rights, dignity and worth of every performer and treat everyone equally within the context of their sport.

2. Coaches must place the well-being and safety of the performer above the development of performance. They should follow all guidelines laid down by the sports NGB and hold appropriate insurance cover. 

3. Coaches must develop an appropriate working relationship with performance, based on mutual trust and respect. Coaches must not exert undue influence to obtain personal benefit or reward.

4. Coaches must encourage and guide performers to accept responsibility for their own behaviour and performance.

5. Coaches should hold up to date and nationally recognised governing body coaching qualifications.

6. Coaches must ensure the activities they direct or advocate are appropriate for the age, maturity, experience and ability of the individual.

7. Coaches should, at the outset, clarify with performers exactly what is expected of them and what performers are entitled to expect from their coach. A contract may sometimes be appropriate.

8. Coaches should co-operate fully with other specialists (eg. other coaches, officials, sport scientists, doctors, physiotherapists) in the best interests of the performer.

9. Coaches should always promote the positive aspects of their sport (eg. fair play) and never condone rule violations or the use of prohibited substances.

10. Coaches must consistently display high standards of behaviour and appearance.

Negligence, Risk and Duty of Care.

· Any lack of reasonable care breaches the duty which is at the heart of common-law negligence. Coaches have a duty of care towards their performers. They could be liable if evidence shows that normal standards and practices have not been followed. Coaches should avoid all foreseeable risks.

· Coaches should always follow the procedures recommended by their sport’s governing bodies.

· Coaches should advise performers of their duty to take reasonable care and to avoid committing any kind of foul for which they might find themselves legally responsible.

· Performers must be made fully aware of the inherent risks they are taking in engaging in a particular activity, as well as the dangers they face in using improper or dangerous techniques.

· Coaches should be fully informed about the performer’s health and background.
